The Candy Box currently operates as a newsagents and is situated opposite Datchet Railway Station on Datchet High Street.  The owner now wishes to apply for a premises’ licence under the terms of the Licensing Act 2003 so that he can supply alcohol off the premises.

Representations have been made by Trading Standards in respect of the protection of children from harm objective and a number of conditions have been suggested in the note from Mr Greg Nelson dated 4th August 2008.  These conditions have been accepted by the applicant and Members are requested to attach these to any licence which is granted.  Similarly, Members are requested to impose conditions which are offered in the operating schedule on any licence issued.

The matter has come before Members in view of the proposed conditions submitted on behalf of Thames Valley Police by Mrs Pearmain in her note dated 11th August 2008.

In particular, the applicant feels that the condition requiring a personal licence holder to be on the premises at all times to be too onerous and Members are asked to consider whether any or all of the conditions should be imposed.
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
