Based on pupils in Yrs 6, 8 and 10


1000 pupils from Y8 and Y10


350 pupils from Y6








13 schools sent us feedback from the survey


9 schools with Y8 and Y10 pupils


7 schools with Y6 pupils





Responses (1) – Levels of Bullying





64% have been bullied (61% Y8/10 71% Y6)


45% have been bullied in the last year


5% frequently bullied (in-line with TellUs Survey)


Little difference between boys and girls


Slightly higher than 2006 figures

Responses (4) – Who Told?


Of those who have been bullied:


47% told a parent or carer


37% told a friend


27% told an adult at school


22% told no-one





Responses (5) – Other Findings


In about 2/3 of cases the bullying stopped


40% of pupils said they knew the school’s anti-bullying policy


11% of pupils said they though what their school was doing was working (another 53% said it was working in some way)
