1. PURPOSE OF REPORT
To communicate to the Crime and Disorder Forum, current issues in the Drug and Alcohol Action Team’s work programme

That the Crime and Disorder Forum notes the current work developments of the Drug and Alcohol Action Team.
3. SUPPORTING INFORMATION
Treatment
Up to September 2008, we have 107 Problem Drug Users (Crack, Heroin) 155 all drug users and 47 young people start treatment this year.  92% of clients are being retained in treatment for 12 weeks or longer.

The National Treatment Agency held a 6 month review meeting on 1 October 08.  The DAAT was commended and it was recognised that all our practices are good with most being excellent.

The provisional scores for the Healthcare Commission for the recent review are showing RBWM as level 4 which is excellent (1 = poor, 2 = satisfactory, 3 = good, 4 = excellent).

Tender
The DAAT has started the tender process for T2 (Grove Road, currently run by Turning Point).  This is in no way a reflection on the service we have received from Turning Point, but we are following best practice guidelines.  Expressions of Interest are coming in and the paperwork will be sent out the beginning of November 08.  To date we have received 14 expressions of interest.

Alcohol
The Louis Baylis Trust donated a further £1000 to the DAAT for the ‘Smells like Teen Spirit’ DVD project.  This has enabled the DAAT to print 400 copies and look at developing additional materials/activities to complement the DVD.

The police have begun to send the film out to the parents of under 18s who have been caught drinking in public places.  The DAAT will continue to promote the DVD to schools, youth clubs and agencies working with young people across the borough.
